Arabian culture

National dress

Women

Emirati women wear a long, loose
black coat called an abaya over
their clothes and cover their hair
with a headscarf (hijab] for cultural
purposes.

Some women also choose to wear
a face veil known as a nigab, or a
traditional face mask worn over the
nose known as a burga’a.

Men

Men wear a long tunic known as
a kandoora, often with open-toed
leather sandals.

The ghutrah head-dress may also
be worn. It was originally used to
protect the face from the desert
environment. The black rope that
sits on top of the ghutrah is called
an agal.
