DUBAI TO HATTA

From Dubai, take the Sharjah-Kalba Road (E102) for
approximately 70 kilometres towards the Hatta Exit.
Keep left then go straight ahead for 24 kilometres. At
the roundabout, take the third exit onto the Dubai-Hatta
Road (E44) and head for seven kilometres towards the
Hatta Fort roundabout. Take the second exit and stay on L = LEEM LAKE
the Dubai-Hatta Road (E44) for two kilometres. Turn
right and Hatta Wadi Hub will be on your left.

The building, which was restored
in 1995, is made of mountain stones and mud
bricks, while the ceiling is constructed using
palm fronds, trunks and mud.
